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Atlatl

The Atlatl
(Last modified on 2 October 2003)

 
The atlatl is a device that is used to throw a light weight spear called a dart with considerable 
mechanical advantage. Atlatls were widely used world wide before the advent of the bow and 
arrow. Atlatl (pronounced like 'atlantic') is an Aztec word for spear thrower. In Australia, the 
Aborigines call it the Woomera. The oldest known atlatl is more than 19,000 years old. It is 
believed that the atlatl was in use for more than 40,000 years. The atlatl gave man a tremendous 
hunting advantage and this accelerated the extinction of many large mammals throughout the 
world. The power that the atlatl imparts to the spear is so great that the Aztecs re-adopted the 
technology for it's armor piercing capabilities against the Spaniards in the sixteenth century.

Today, many people are rediscovering the atlatl for the recreational purposes of competition and 
hunting game. Competition involves the following events: long distance; accuracy and target 
throwing. Some competitions are restricted to the use of primitive materials and technologies. 
Other competitions allow the use of modern high tech materials and construction methods.

The World Record for long distance currently stands at 848.56 feet. This throw was made by Dave 
Ingvall of St. Joseph, Missouri, USA on 15 July 1995 in Aurora, Colorado. Dave used a carbon 
fibre atlatl with an aluminum dart of his own construction.

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Bola

The Bola
Last Updated on 12/26/01

The bola is a primitive weapon that was used by both the Eskimos and South American Indians.
Bolas are still used today in South America. They have been popularized by the "gaucho", South 
America's analogy to the North American "cowboy". I really am not an expert in this technology, 

but I thought you might like to see some of my photographs and the bolas in my collection. 

If you are ever in Washington DC, stop by the Smithsonian Natural History museum. They have 
quite a display of bolas. The two photos below were taken in the museum a few years ago. The 

first photo shows a South American Aborigine using a bola on horseback in the Pampas.

The second photo shows some of the bolas that are on display under glass.

Bolas are fairly easy to find in antique stores or through dealers. I have acquired 7 bolas in the past 
10 years. Eskimo bolas tend to be pricey. South American bolas are rather inexpensive, averaging 

about $50 each. The bola immediately below is a 19th Century Argentinian bola. The chord is 
made from the skin of a large cat and the stone pouches are made of rhea skin. The span is 82 

inches and it weighs 16.7 ounces. It was made by Pampas Aborigines and is almost exactly like the 
bola shown in the top picture.
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The Snoopy Ruler is 12 inches long. 

For comparison, the bola below is also Argentinian, but it was made by the gauchos. Note the 
chord used is some kind of rope. This bola has a span of 98 inches and a weight of 22 ounces.
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The following is a very old bola made by the Aguaruna Indians of Peru. It is several hundred years 
old. It has a span of 69 inches and a weight of 14.8 ounces. Note the open pouch and primitive 

chord construction.
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The following bola was used by the North American Eskimos at the turn of the century. It has a 
span of 73 inches and a weight of 22.4 ounces. This one cost $375 and the chord is in poor shape. 
K. E. Sackett sent a message saying that Daniel Mannix wrote in an old True magazine about an 

Eskimo bola used for hunting birds. This birding bola had no fewer than eight stones, connected in 
a complex manner, using sliding thongs. According to Mannix, it took considerable skill to throw.

Flying Rings: Chakram, Quoit & Aerobies®
 last updated 18 June 2003

 
The illustrations below comes from information that was sent to me by a friend more than 10 years ago. Additional 

information was supplied by Dr. Joyotpaul Chaudhuri. Also, many thanx to Alan Adler, Chris Smith, Matthew 
Rappaport,Shane Pearson and Robert Williams for their support and supply of references. If you know of other

The Chakram (or Chackrum or Chackram or Chackra) is a metal ring that has been used as a throwing weapon 
by the Sikhs of India for many hundreds of years. The Sikhs became martial under Guru Govind Singh and used 

the Chackra effectively against the Moghul dynasty. The Chackrum has a history that is as old as Indian 
civilization itself. It's useage is embedded in Indian myth and legend. In the epics..the Mahabharata for 

instance...an asura trying to get heavenly nectar from the moon had his head chakra-ed off. Still he tries to swallow 
the moon and succeeds ever so often before the moon escapes through the cut neck...an eclipse myth. Sculptures 

and paintings of many gods and godesses show the chakra being twirled.

"In my youth there were people who practiced with different versions and sizes...twirling. throwing overhand and 
underhand. In the thrities and forties street thugs threw little chakras overhand and underhand in Calcutta." - Joy 

Chaudhuri

A small Chakrum is called a Quoit. The following illustrations show how the Quoit is thrown and how it can be 
ornately decorated. Sometimes the Quoit is inlaid with Silver or Gold. Often it is plain or has small incised 

decorations. The Quoit was often worn as part of a warrior's armour for decorative purposes.

The Quoit is generally 6 to 8 inches in diameter. It has a razor sharp edge and was thrown by twirling it around the 
warrior's index finger which was tucked in for the release. The Quoit was accurately thrown 60 to 100 metres. Two 
forms of the weapon exist. Chakkar Sada has a smooth and sharp outer edge. Chakkar Katavdar had a serrated 

outer edge. For a more in-depth essay on the use of Chackra in India, go to the Thrower Chackra page.

This section shows six Chakram metal (brass & steel) throwing rings from India ( theruler at bottom right is 6 
inches in length). These are too large to be classified as Quoits. The smallest ring has an outer diameter of 8.3 

inches. The largest ring has an outer diameter of 10.8 inches. The Steel Chakram have sort of a triangular cross 
section with a razor sharp outer edge. The upper surfaces are curved. The lower surfaces are flat (see graphic 

below). The Brass Chakram appears to be a strip that was rolled into a hoop and then brazed to form a solid ring. 
The entire inner edge lies above the entire outer edge as though it were formed over a spherical body. The cross 

section is a sophisticted semi-elliptical airfoil. The brass Chakram really flies well. I have thrown it for more than 
100 metres and it flies straight and true. The steel Chakram fly only 40 - 60 metres.

Alan Adler of Superflight, Inc. designed his famous Aerobie® long distance throwing rings by starting with the 
Chackrum and adding sophisticated rubber and plastic material airfoiling. Alan came up with a winner! If you 
haven't tried throwing an Aerobie® product, you should try one of these. I have personally thrown an Aerobie® 
more than 250 metres. There are two different Aerobie® flying rings which have diameters of 10 and 13 inches. 
There is also a flying disk and a flying triangle boomerang. They are all a lot of fun. You can find these for sale in 
toy stores at prices under $10, or you can order this product by clicking on the link for flying rings & discs in the 
flight-toys.com catalog.

Federal Import Restrictions for Ethnographic Items from South America 

Several years ago, I acquired two slings from South America. The pair cost $100. They are from 
the 19th Century, or earlier. The first sling, pictured directly below, is Peruvian. It is made out of 

Alpaca wool and weighs only a couple of ounces. The overall span is 67 inches. The pouch is split, 
as shown. The sling came with a river bed rock that was selected specifically for use with a sling. I 
have used this sling to throw large Buckeye seeds more than twice the distance than is possible by 

hand. The one thing that I especially like about this sling is that the throw is absolutely silent.

Howdy there fellow throwers!!! Its been so long since I have written anything for the 
Throwing Post. I just turned 17 on April 26th, so birthday parties have kept me busy, also 
I now have a real job. It takes up as much time as school does, leaving me little or no time 
to type. I have just finished reading all of the messages from the Thrower list and it seems 
as though knives are no longer the main subject. This is both good and bad, mostly good 
though because it lets us explore other unusual weapons. Lots of writings about 
blowguns, boomerangs, and whips. I have a lot of experience with blowguns, some with 
boomerangs, and a slight amount of knowledge on whips. 

Boomerangs ey? Well my brother made a boomerang and wrapped heavy copper wire 
around its ends, granted this rang will not return, but boy it sure packs a wallop!!! Also 
each of us has a boomerang from the Sydney Boomerang School of Australia. This are 
made of wood and are extremely heavy. They are actually the type that returns, but their 
weight is too scary to even try to think of catching them in flight. Bascially I don't want 
any busted fingers! Besides they probably are more collectable than anything else, as they 
bare the manufacturers stamp. 

Just recently our interest has turned to whips. At a recent rendezvous my brother 
purchased a really nice bullwhip that is about 6 feet long. It is made from mule skin, and 
it really can crack. I cut an aluminum can with it! I got a book from the Tandy Leather 
Store, and it tells how to make whips. I would have also purchased a whip kit, but they 
were fresh out. I have not had any time to read it yet, but it seems pretty down to earth 
and simple enough, I may soon change my mind though? haha 

Okay, now blowguns. I have a 54 inch, black anodized, aluminum blowgun. I purchased 
it at a sports show, the same sports show that I saw the Lumber Jack events at. It really is 
quite accurate with its 4inch steel darts. Also I have some 5inch darts that are a tad bit 
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thicker. They have highly sharpened heat hardened broadheads on their ends. It takes 
more air to send these and still keep the accuracy. In the house (no wind) the blowguns 
accuracy is frightening, of course I only do this when mom's not home. No acctually she's 
is suprisingly tolerant of our fondness for odd weapons. Anyways once this large bug, 
some sort of beetle on steroids, came in through the screen and proceeded to the 
frontroom where we were watching TV. It just happened that I had the blowgun close by, 
we where practincing during comercials, and I spotted this monster and let the darts fly. I 
nailed that bug right in his head. It was an unbeilivably lucky shot. 

Once in a while a cat will wonder into the backward, and we send a few stun darts at him, 
these are little plastic darts, they have no point and are only 2 cm long. Once I shot a 
grackel with the 5 inch steel broadhead, and he flew away with my 50 cent dart! I don't 
really recomend shooting near areas of heavy brush, as we have lost several darts. Even 
with the orange and yellow cones, they seem to slide underneath the grass and become 
totally undetectable. My medal detector won't even pick them up, so I don't shoot outside 
much. Wind is also a big factor as many of you must already know. Here's a tip for 
you... for better accuracy results try glueing a small magnet to the blowgun, near the 
mouth piece. This will keep the dart perfectly straight in the tube, thus reducing the 
amount of friction that it would normally take to straighten the dart out in the first place. I 
hope that made some sense? haha Tomorrow is Saturday, so I will be out hunting 
bargains at rummage sales. Hopefully I will find some old chisels or some other tools that 
suit my throwing needs. With that I'm out, so-long and happly throwing!!! 

I would like to tell you about this new throw that I have perfected. I saw it on the old 
western movie. There was this guy who appeared as though he was more animal rather 
than human, I mean this guy was wearing tattered rags, and he was so filthy. He had been 
on the run from this group of bad guys who hunted phesants for the fun of it. Well it came 
down to a gun fight, between the dirty guy and the main bad guy leader. Each man had a 
Colt SA Army, and at the first draw, they were to start shooting. Of course the bad guy 
was extremely confident, but what was really suprising was that the dirty guy threw his 
gun on the ground and turned to a man on a near by horse and shouted, "The blade, the 
blade. Give me the blade!!!" The cowboy laughed and happily oblidged. The dirty guy 
placed the small stag handled boot knife on top of his right shoulder, so that the blade 
faced out towards his opponent. The men laughed some more, and finally the bad guy 
drew his pistol, but of course the dirty guy was faster, and grabbed the knife by the blade 
from its perch on his shoulder, and promptly threw it smack into the bad guys head. 
WOW what a throw. So of course, what did I do?, I tried it myself. I found that it works 
quite well. The blade sank neatly into my Elm target. (by the way I throw at large circles 
of Elm, as we had to have a tree removed, and I requested five large circles. That was 
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three years ago, and I am still on my same circle. The other four are drying still. Actually 
they have been dried for awhile, I just don't really need them yet.) You lose a lot of power 
with that sorta throw, but the accuracy is splendid! 

On TV today I saw a preview for Pamela Andersons new movie, "Barbed Wire." 
Anyways in the short preview she did a throwing move. It is quite possibly the most 
fantastic TV throw I have ever seen. Apparently she was in a strip bar, and of course she 
was the one stripping, and there was this big fat drunk, who was making obscene remarks 
to her. She was dancing to the music, and taking off her "stiletto tiped" high-heels, when 
out of no where she grabs a show and throws it at thsi guy. It lands right between his 
eyes!!! heel first!!! Unbelievable!!! You must see this to believe it!!!

There are several on the market the majority are .40 cal. and the main advantage is that 
you can use common push pins as darts for short range and as cheap pest chasers. I 
recomend the .625 cal. sold only by J.W.Mcfarlin co.;P.O.Box 209;Lake Havasu 
City;Az.96405-0209. The larger caliber darts have energy on their side and you can send 
a larger, read thicker dart than you can in the smaller .40 cal. darts. This is important only 
if you are seriously considering hunting with a blowgun. If not, then the thin wire darts 
will do. The indians of the southeast used river cane for blowguns and blunt darts that 
killed by shock as much as penetration. You can imitate them by using the larger bamboo 
skewers(approx 1/4inch thick) used for shishkabob, you will have to experiment on 
length, and use either paper cones or in the .40 cal. drill out the bead darts and epoxy the 
skewer in place. Use stuffed animals for targets, or foam archery targets. There is one 
book on the subject sold by Paladin press. BLOWGUNS THE BREATH OF DEATH by 
Michael D. Janich. Also of course A SPORTING CHANCE has a section on blowguns 
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being used to hunt. The second edition of THE AIRGUN DIGEST also has a section on 
blowgunning. Hint use longer skewers for frog hunting to keep frogs in place, and 
prevent them from jumping into the water with their last spasm.

One reason I like the larger .625 bore is that they have a really nice stun dart that really 
carries some weight. I once shot a bird from 50 feet away with one of those stun darts and 
nocked out of the tree. The poor bird was knocked out cold. I shot at it at the request of 
my son, and didn't think that I would hit it. I also didn't think that having hit it would have 
the effect that it did. I've used that same style of dart to chase cats in heat and stray dogs 
out of my yard.

If you're of the cheapskate frame of mind, you can get reasonable performance with a 6 
foot (or so) length of half-inch pipe. Make darts by cutting up coathangers into 6-inch 
length, sharpening one end, and fletching the other end by gluing on a cotton ball and 
then wrapping the cotton with thread (any old thread will do). Loads of fun.

The particular blowgun I have was made by a man from the Shapra people of Peru, 
though typically the Achuara are the main people known for their blowguns. The Shapra 
and Achuara blowguns are similar in appearence and construction. These blowguns are 
made from materials available in the jungle and the technique to make them are passed 
from father to son. Boys are given small blowguns to play with when very young. By the 
time they are in their early teens they are expert shots and know how to use the gun while 
hunting. 

It typically takes about two weeks to make, working two to three hours daily. The 
blowgun is traded for feather headbands, shotgun shells, etc. Mine was traded for using 
about twenty-five dollars worth of various items such as listed above. 

The blowguns are used to hunt birds, monkeys, and small mammals. To my knowledge 
they were and are not now used against enemies, though I suppose it is possible that 
someone of these people could have shot someone with a poisoned dart injuring or killing 
them. Again as much as I have been told or read the thrusting lance and later the shotgun 
were the weapons of choice when dispatching their enemies. The blowgun is a hunting 
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weapon to these people and not a weapon for warfare. 

In some circumstances the blowgun is preferred to hunt with as it is silent and the 
ammunition can be made from local materials. The maximum range of the blowgun is 
about 35-40m. 

The blowgun darts by themselves are not necessarily lethal to the animal, but rather the 
poison coated tip. The toxin used is known as curare and it is made from several plants 
found and/or cultivated in the jungle. The ingredients and method of making are kept 
secret by the maker. The toxin is lethal when injected into the blood stream. The animal 
dies by cardiac and respiratory failure. Depending on where the animal is hit and its size 
determines how long it will take the poison to kill the animal. Also the quality of the 
poison is a major factor. The poison is made by boiling the ingredients in a clay pot until 
thick and turns black in color. The tips of the darts are dipped into the mixture after it 
begins to cool. The end of the darts are notched so as to break off into the body of the 
animal. 

Blowgun length: 2.55m
Weight: I'm guessing as I don't have a scale to measure the weight accurately. Aprox. 1.5 
kilos
Material made from: A light strong wood called Pona. Another wood used is called 
Bifayo.
The wood is cut into two pieces of which a groove is cut. The groove is ground smooth. 
The two halves are rounded and placed together. The halves are wrapped with the bark 
covering of the liana called Soga de Atadijo. These strips of bark are sticky from the resin 
and helps keep them in place. The outer part of the blowgun is then covered with a 
beeswax heated and mixed with a black dye and is also heated up until the wax begins to 
burn also causing the color to change black. Rendered ft from various animals is also 
added to the wax. The wax is then put over the entire length of the gun. It is smoothed 
and buffed to a low gloss. 

A section of deer leg bone about 5cm in length and with a 2cm outside diameter and 
inside diameter equal to the bore of 1.5cm is inserted into the breech of the gun, which is 
used as the mouth piece. To get the inside diameter of the deer bone equal to the wooden 
part of the gun a section of reed is placed inside. The bore diameter is about 1.5 cm in 
diameter at the breech and muzzle. The outside diameter at the breech is 3.2cm tapering 
to about 2.1 cm at the muzzle.

Blowgun ammunition: Poison coated darts are made from the spines of the leaves of the 
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tree called locally Inayugo. The darts are about 25cm long with a diameter at the rear of 
2mm tapering to a sharp point. The dart is notched about 3cm from the tip. The first 2-
3cm of the dart tip is dipped in the curare poison. The dart is not fletched but is instead 
wrapped in cotton which comes from the Kapok tree. The cotton is wrapped about 2-3 cm 
from the end, and is just smaller than the bore diameter (1.5cm). The cotton then tapers to 
the diameter of the dart. The length of the cotton wrapping is about 3-4 cm long. The 
cotton wrapping helps to stabilize the dart in flight and also to allow enough air pressure 
to build up in the breech of the gun to propel the dart.

The darts are held in a holder made of a section of banboo about 17cm long and 6cm 
wide. Dried palm leaves are placed into the holder to protect the darts. The cotton used is 
placed in a hollow gourd carried with the darts. 

I hope this information answers some of your questions. Let me know if you would like 
to know more. -Mark- Well that's the story for now. I will add items as time goes on. If any of you run 
across a post that seems particularly apt, let me know...

William Banting: The 
Father of the Low-Carbohydrate Diet is a history of the first low carb diet, which was also 
paleo.

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●     An Interview with Ward Nicholson now has three parts on the web. Good overview of man's 
diet over the past 65 million years. Long but highly recommended reading. First published 
in Chet Day's "Health & Beyond" newsletter. Now part of a very comprehensive Beyond 
Vegetarianism site. Every argument that your vegetarian friends use to avoid meat for health 
reasons is debunked here.

●     Tamir Katz's Paleolithic Diet Information page has been put up by a medical student at 
SUNY Stony Brook. He has a knack of clearly and directly explaning things. Excellent for 
friends and relatives of paleo eaters who are wondering why you eat weirdly.

●     Neanderthin (Paleo) eating is Vad's page where he tries to sum up, super concentrated, what 
this whole thing is about. Includes menus, weight loss, and more.

●     In On the Benefits of Ancient Diets Staffan Lindeberg discusses how the Western diet 
causes health problems. Also an overview of his Kitava study. Staffan now has a home page 
Utbildningarom prevention, though initially only in Swedish.

●     A diet high in phytic acid, which can be found in whole grains (it's in the bran) and beans 
like soy, is very detrimental for mineral absorption. Phytic acid strongly binds to minerals 
like calcium, iron, zinc and magnesium to form insoluble salts, phytates, which precipitate 
from the body. Staffan Lindeberg has written a summary on phytic acid.

●     Two common foods clearly are Neolithic and avoiding them is key to a paleo diet. Here are 
link pages for avoiding them: Gluten-Free Page and No-Milk Page.

He's the leading proponent on the Net for using dietary intervention to 
control MS.

●     The Evolution of Human Nutrition by Barry Bogin is interesting reading which covers 
themes like homo erectus and up to date findings, and the relation to nutrition.

●     In William Calvin's The Ascent of Mind, Chapter 8 he discusses why he thinks that the 
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Acheulian hand-ax (the oldest of the fancy stone tools of Homo erectus) was really a "killer 
frisbee." He argues that natural selection for throwing accuracy, which requires brain 
machinery, is the evolutionary scenario for bootstrapping higher intellectual functions. 
There are many more articles about evolution and human development throughout William's 
extensive site.

●     Pemmican: Recipes, Stories and Stores is a link page with more on this than you've seen 
before.

●     Lynne Olver at the Morris County Library has assembled The food timeline, which gives 
you the history of Neolithic foods. Includes paleo foods, like animal domestication and 
when some foods where first noted in the literature.

●     Eating is an essay by Todd Moody.

●     The Meat, Leaves and Berries Page is a "paleo" like diet put up by Dan John. But dairy 
products are allowed. Couldn't tell much, as many pages came up blank with ActiveX turned 
off.

●     Dental Microwear Web Site is on the study of the microscopic scratches and pits that form 
on a tooth's surface as the result of its use. See the page on references. Some are evidences 
of past diet.

●     Cooking Clan of the Cave Bear Style! is a student experiment in boiling water in a skin pot 
over a fire (or not...)

African dried meat.

●     From the Neolithic Revolution to Gluten Intolerance: Benefits and Problems Associated 
with the Cultivation of Wheat, by Luigi Greco, Department of Pediatrics, U. of Naples. A 
history of gluten intolerance and why it is so common.

●     Investigation of the Role of Wild Plant Foods in Pre-Agrarian Europe is a project currently 
being undertaken by Sarah Mason at the University College London.
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●     Plains Archaic people discusses the hunter-gatherers of the American plains. These 
PaleoIndians big-game hunters exploited a narrow-spectrum, focal resource base (one, 
maybe two animal species depending on location - e.g., reindeer in north; limited range of 
small game; few if any plants).

●     Underwater storage techniques preserved meat for early hunters demonstrates how 
PaleoIndians living in the Great Lakes region at the end of the last Ice Age preserved meat 
from large animal kills by storing it underwater.

The hunter gatherer way of life is heavy on the tools used in Britain. Tasks and activities 
around the home fire has some on food processing. Could you survive today as a hunter 
gatherer? has pictures of collectable foods and you select whether it is edible or not. In three 
parts: fungi, foliage, and nuts & berries. More than half of the options are poisonous.

●     Health Issues and Trans Fat by Mary G. Enig discusses how it was claimed in 1958 that 
these were culprits in heart disease, but the edible oil industry quickly squelched this 
information.

●     Do dietary lectins cause disease? is an editorial in the British Medical Journal which 
suggests that lectins, which are high in cereals, potatoes, and beans, may be behind some 
autoimmune diseases.

●     You Are What You Eat: New Theories About Rheumatoid Arthritis is a newsreport about an 
article in the British Journal of Nutrition. The authors argue that their theory implicating diet 
needs more research.

●     The Southern Greek Palaeolithic, Mesolithic, and Neolithic Sequence at Franchthi is a cave 
where the deposits revealed what the occupants ate over the years.

●     Stone Age Habitats hasn't much to do with food, but there is mention of cooking hearths, 
and a couple nice graphs. But for some reason the time lines are flipped.

●     Fattening cattle with corn changes the lipid balance and is clearly not the natural diet for a 
grass eating cow. In Simple change in cattle diets could cut E. coli infection researchers 
have found that when cattle were fed hay or grass for just five days before slaughter, much 
less E. Coli cells were present in the animal's feces and virtually all surviving E. coli 
bacteria were not acid-resistant and were killed by human stomach acid.
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●     A Hunter-Gatherer Bibliography compiled by students of James W. Helmer Department of 
Archaeology, U. of Calgary. 112K.

●     J. Ned Woodall, Department of Anthropology, Wake Forest U., teaches a course on 
Problems with the Past: Controversial Topics in the Cultural and Physical Evolution of 
Humans.

●     `First farmers' with no taste for grain is an article by Mike Richards on the use of meat in 
ancient British Isles diets. The suggestion is that the Brits were depending primarily on meat 
for their nutritition up to around 2000 B.C.

Studies showing that protein was bad used isolated, fractionated 
animo acids from milk or eggs.
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●     In Bread blamed for short sight Jennie Brand Miller links the dramatic increase in myopia in 
developed countries on childhood over-consumption of bread.

●     Meat Eating More Healthy in Prehistoric Times discusses the healthier fats in wild meat. 
Loren Cordain's team compared the muscle, brain, bone marrow and fat of wild animals 
with those of cattle.

●     The Caveman Diet by Jeanie Davis is an MSN article touting the benefits of grass fed bison.

●     Cave men diets offer insights to today's health problems, study shows. But, you have to eat 
wild meat, which has a healthier ratio of omega-6 to omega-3 fatty acids.

●     High 'Good' Cholesterol Level Lowers Stroke Risk is a news report highlighting that high 
HDL is the only indicator of lower stroke risk. However, it fails to mention that a low-carb 
diet is the only diet that increases HDL.

●     Neanderthals Were As Smart As Us reports on new research that reveals that Neanderthals 
were not dumb, but had the technical and intellectual skills to put them on an equal basis 
with modern humans.

●     Seafood Gave Modern Humans Edge reports that by studying the chemicals that remained 
in the bones of the earliest modern humans, scientists discovered that their diet, included 
fish and fowl as well as large mammals. The Neanderthals, on the other hand, only ate large 
mammals, which became extinct. Also see Fishy clue to rise of humans.

●     Agriculture Is Bad for You is a Time Europe article pointing out that some dieticians 
recommend we change our eating habits to resemble those of our ancestors. A pro-Paleo 
article!

●     Coconut oil promises to be anti-viral agent reports on trials that have confirmed that coconut 
oil has an anti-viral effect that reduces the viral level in HIV-AIDS patients to undetectable 
levels.

●     The Soft Science of Dietary Fat is a summary of an article in Science Magazine reporting 
that mainstream nutritional science has demonized dietary fat, yet 50 years and hundreds of 
millions of dollars of research have failed to prove that eating a low-fat diet will help you 
live longer. In fact, there are good reasons to believe high-carbohydrate diets may be even 
worse than high-fat diets. Here is the original article.

●     Fatty Fish Protects Hearts of All Ages reports that those who consumed fatty fish even just 
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once a week lowered their risk of a fatal heart attack by 44% compared to the risk among 
those who did not opt for the fish.

●     Homocysteine A Possible Risk Factor For Alzheimer's discusses an association between 
Alzheimer's disease and moderately-elevated blood levels of the amino acid, homocysteine. 
Homocysteine levels can be reduced by consumption of foods with folic acid and vitamin 
B12, i.e. greens and meat.

●     Diabetics Improve Health With Very High-Fat, Low Carb Diet discusses a successful study.

●     Early Humans Had Woodworking Technology reports on finding evidence that humans 
produced wood tools, possibly spears, 1.5 million years ago. This is a million years earlier 
than previously believed.

●     Early Humans Ate Termites reports that ancient hominids had a taste for termites.

●     Harvard Magazine on Paleolithic Fast Food. By excavating a cave they found that animals 
that move slower were eaten in the past and in later years ones that move faster were eaten.

●     The discovery of fire speculates that man controlled fire 1.6 million years ago. 
Circumstantial evidence also suggests that they were cooking their food.

●     Insulin-Like Compound Predicts Stroke Risk states that insulin resistance (which is usually 
caused by excessive carb intake, meaning that caused by normal intake of grains and sugar) 
is a predictor (i.e. indicates increase risk) of strokes.

●     In What the Hominid Ate by analyzing carbon atoms in tooth enamel researchers challenge 
the widely held belief that these 3 million year ago homnoids ate little more than fruits and 
leaves.

Some 
archaeologists from Liverpool University working in the Suffolk forest found what they 
believe may be a hearth that is 400,000 years old. [Free registration required]

All 
farms feature farm-raised game using controlled diets that are free of steroids, growth 
hormones and antibiotics.

●     Mountain America Jerky sells fresh made-to-order gourmet game meat jerky. No 
preservatives - No MSG - No growth promoters or steroids.

●     The Natural Food Hub is a directory of many food vendors. They have a hunter/gatherer 
attitude towards food. See information on natural foods. Also a nice collection of edible 
wild plant and animal links. A site to spend time at.

●     Nature's First Law Online Superstore has organic sun dried fruit. See sun-ripened, raw, 
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organic olives and mangoes.

●     New West Foods has buffalo, ostrich, and wild game. Formerly Denver Buffalo Company. 
Whether bison is grass or grain fed is not known.

●     North Hollow Farm in Vermont sells naturally grown beef and pork. Some corn is fed to 
them.

●     Northstar Bison in Wisconsin sells totally grassfed "buffalo." Can order on the web for next 
Monday shipping.

●     Nuts4U sells coconut flour, and other nut flours.

●     Omega Nutrition sells coconut butter and some nut oils.

●     Organic Kitchen, the organic foods resource for the web, maintains a long list of organic 
food vendors.

●     Organics Direct in London UK has an extensive organic delivery service offering fruit and 
vegetables.

●     Outlands Natural New Zealand Meat Products. Beef comes from cattle raised from birth to 
bite, outside on ranches with evergreen pastures. Can be bought in Whole Foods stores.

●     Overseas Game Meat Export is an outfit in Australia that supplies Australian game meat 
from the Outback to health food stores.

●     Peaceful Pastures sells by mail all the common farm meats. Site does not say that the diets 
are not supplemented by some grain. E-mail asking this question was not answered.

●     Pinyon Pinenuts are collected in the wild by George & Penny Frazier. Site also has some 
pinenut information.

●     Polarica, with a retail store in San Francisco, sells exotic meats and other gourmet foods.

●     Promofood International sells rendered goose fat and some other oils.

●     Coconut oil and palm oil are good for frying and are considered Paleolithic. Palm oil is best 
for deep fat frying. Rainbow Meadow sells them on the web.
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●     Really Raw Honey is totally unprocessed so it still contains pollen, propolis, honeycomb 
and live enzymes.

●     Rehoboth Ranch in Texas sells grass fed beef and lamb over the web.

●     Rougie Rendered Goose Fat is tasty and recommended for cooking, as olive oil breaks down 
at a relatively low temperature.

●     Sandhills Red Angus raises grass fed beef in Nebraska. While they sell cuts, they focus on 
selling whole, half, quarter, and eighths of a beef.

●     Seattle's Finest Exotic Meats has all natural farm raised exotic meats from around the world.

●     Smoky Hill Bison Co. in Kansas sells many different cuts and boxes of bison meat. Grass 
fed.

●     Southern Game Meat sells a brand of kangaroo meat internationally.

●     Special Foods! has lots of unusual flours. Some are paleo! Check out: malanga, yam, lotus, 
water chestnut, and artichoke.

●     Starr Organic in Florida sells mail order citrus, mangoes, avocados, bananas, limes, and 
lemons. Prices at site may not be current.

●     SunOrganic Farm has dried fruit, nuts, nut butters, and other foods.

●     Texas Bison Company sells grassfed bison meat.

●     Texas GrassFed Beef Company is a marketing alliance for cattlemen who raise beef on 
grass. They sell beef by the cut in addition to bulk purchases. They also have lamb, goat, 
pork and poultry. All products come from critters eating grass or legumes and some browse. 
NO GRAIN!

●     The Little Canadian Meat Company sells beef raised without growth hormone implants, 
digestive stimulants or antibiotics. Animals are grassfed and forage on certified organic 
pastures. Available on the Ontario area.

●     Three Fork Creek Ostrich Ranch sells meat over the web.

●     Urban Organic delivers organic produce to the NY Metropolitan area.
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●     The Valley Livestock Marketing Cooperative supplies grass fed beef, pork, lamb, veal and 
chickens from Hudson Valley farmers. They will ship by mail, or you can pick it up.

●     VERMONTBEEF.COM sells pure Vermont pasture finished beef.

●     Paleolithic eaters avoid grains, but they do eat nuts and seeds. These can be ground into 
flour for baking. Research finds that there are three types of grinders, but only one suitable 
for oily foods, the burr grinder. Walton Feed has a good description of the types at Which 
Grinder is Best For You?

●     Waterfall Hollow Farm sells pasture-finished beef raised on certified-organic pasture. Now 
also selling pasture-raised chicken.

●     White Egret Farm is a family farm in Texas raising drug, and pesticide free goats, beef, 
pork, turkeys, chicken, and guinea fowl. Ships direct to consumers.

●     Whole Foods Market carries pasture fed meats, and many other organic foods. Web ordering 
and stores around the US under different names.

●     Y.S. Organic Bee Farms has totally pure, unprocessed, unfiltered, raw bee products.

HISTORY
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Wilder Creek Conservation Club

The creek which winds its way through the preserve was named after Oshea Wilder of Eckford. After 
careful survey of the now Calhoun County in the early 1830s, this is where he came to live on the 
stream in 1831. Oshea Wilder helped the Ketchum brothers found the City of Marshall  when they 
arrived to the area from New York in 1831. Oshea Wilder served the City of Marshall in many capacities 
over the first decades of its founding. 

The conservation club was originally created to form a cooperative between farmers and hunters. 
Through the years the beauty of Wilder Creek has served the community in all seasons...to educate 
youth, sportsman, and community about conservation and wildlife.

By 1936, little remained but a few bare timbers of the Wilder Creek Mill which once flourished for over 
fifty years. In that same year, local conservationists and sportsman banded together to develop a blue 
gill rookery at the same site. These fish stocked the lakes of Calhoun county. Over the years, this same 
rookery has been leased by the DNR to stock lakes and streams in Michigan.

During the late thirties under the Franklin Roosevelt WPA work program the Wilder Creek Castle was 
originally constructed. The one hundred ton castle was built by James Brown of Lyon Lake. The 
structure along with improvements to the dam for use with the rookery pond was given to the 
conservation club. The structure was first occupied by fish biologist, Floyd Simmons and his wife.

Wilder Creek over the decades has hosted local, state and national events.  Wilder Creek remains one 
of the most beautiful member owned conservation clubs in Michigan.

The Bow and Arrow is not the novel invention people today believe it to be, but rather a progression 
of existing technology.  The existing technology, for thousands of years, was that of the Atlatl and Dart.  
Like the Bow, the Atlatl accelerates a flexible shaft from the rear.  For the Bow the flexible shaft is called 

an Arrow. For the Atlatl the flexible shaft is called a 
Dart.  Research by BPS Engineering has proven that 
the only difference between these two weapons--and 
a minor one at that--is the type of acceleration 
imparted to the rear of the flexible shaft.

The swords of medieval Europe (approximately 500 to 1500 AD) evolved 
from steel Celtic swords, which in turn arose from a tradition of straight, 
double-edged swords which began with bronze swords as early as 1,500 BC. 
At the opening of the Middle Ages these swords tended to have blades just 
under a yard in length with a grip designed to accommodate a single hand; the 
other hand being concerned with the grip of a shield. Essentially all of the 
earliest medieval swords and many throughout the period were designed to 
cut, having surprisingly thin blades, especially towards the tip, which was 
often rounded. By the close of the Middle Ages, swords increasingly are 
stouter and more sharply pointed, being optimized for the thrust, the cut 
having been rendered less effective by improvements in armour. Similarly, 
with these armour improvements, the shield became redundant and swords 
with hilts effectively accommodating both hands make their appearance and 
grow in popularity.

The development of a amazingly wide diversity of hilt forms characterizes the 
European Renaissance, but in the Age of Enlightenment, the role of the sword 
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Mediaeval Sword

     Primitive Weapons actually got it's start in the 1970's, while I was studying 
Herpetology. 
     The course of study led me to remote areas of the world where primitive tribes lived 
in harmony with the reptiles, quite different, I am sad to say, than our culture does.

A Brief Collector's Guide

What is an ethnographic edged weapon?

For the purposes of this site, an ethnographic edged weapon is a weapon other than the 
standardized military models of the past few centuries and is likely a product of an individual 
artisan working according to traditional patterns as opposed to a product of modern mass industrial 
production. Militaria is thereby excluded by definition. Modern custom knives would qualify as an 
artifact of our own "culture", but will not be considered here, as they are better represented 
elsewhere.

Is it authentic?

For the purposes of this site, an authentic ethnographic edged weapon is one produced of 
traditional materials in a traditional style of the culture producing it, intended for wearing and use 
within that culture. In this context, it should be remembered that styles and materials of choice 
naturally and legitimately evolve. Crude examples of tourist grade made to be sold cheaply to non 
discerning and unknowledgeable customers and the presently proliferating range of semi-
industrially made edged weapons of ethnic styles entirely unrelated to the source of manufacture 
(encompassing most of what you will see offered commercially on the web!) are best avoided 
except, perhaps, as inexpensive souvenirs or wall hangers, respectively. Earlier and better grades 
of work intended for sale to tourists and modern bladesmith's creations in archaic and exotic styles 
are often more difficult to discern, and even when recognized as such, may remain very desirable 
in their own right.

Finding ethnographic edged weapons

With only a few exceptions, such as Japanese swords, ethnographic edged weapons remained 
extremely cheap and plentiful up until the last decade or so (prices for Japanese swords having 
risen dramatically two to three decades ago). Fine examples brought home to colonizing countries 
as trophies of war or of more peaceful economic conquest and the purchases of early and 
discerning tourists (then infected with the Victorian era vogue for collecting) continue to find their 
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way through attics and closets to small general antique dealers and often may still be had for 
relatively reasonable prices. Though they are usually no longer the bargains they were even a 
decade ago, the prices of these items today will almost certainly seem very cheap in a few decades. 
Even near home in Europe or America, ordinary gun shows, arms fairs, militaria dealers and 
general antique stores are all fertile ground for the hunt. On-line auctions and classified ads may 
still provide bargains. Better examples may also be found in minor auctions as well as lumped 
together in group lots in the major auctions. The best examples will turn up at both specialty 
dealers and in the major auctions, and are likely to cost full retail price in these venues. Examples 
obviously remain in their respective countries of origin, but ironically, especially for antiques, may 
be harder to locate as well as more expensive and, additionally, may now be subject to export 
restrictions.

We specialize in hand-etched scrimshaw on materials such as  mammoth ivory, walrus 
teeth, piano-key ivory and shed antler. Nautical, wildflower, bird and wildlife themes are 

favorites of ours, but we have done everything from old fire engines and tractors to 
corporate logos (with permission, of course). We make everything from jewelry to 

cribbage boards and Nantucket baskets.  We also make many of the accessory items and 
objects on which the scrimshaw is mounted: hand mirrors, jewelry and music boxes, 

wooden parts of desk accessories and more.  Together, the two of us have a combined 
experience of nearly 50 years in scrimshaw and ivory work.

We do not use a machine engraver for our scrimshaw; instead, it is etched with a steel tool 
and the color is hand-rubbed into the fine lines and dots. Nineteenth-century whalemen 

did their scrimshaw in a similar manner with the point of a knife or a sharpened sail 
needle, using a combination of lampblack and whale oil, with sepia (squid ink), tobacco 

"juice", and various fruit juices for color. We try to emulate the spirit of the old 
scrimshanders while adding our own unique styles.

"Around the beginning the Ancestral Beings rose from the folds of 
the earth and stretching up to the scorching sun they called, "I 
am!" As each Ancestor sang out their name, "I am Snake", "I am 
Honey Ant", they created the most sacred of their songs. Slowly 
they began to move across the barren land naming all things and 
thus bringing them into being. Their words forming verses as the 
Ancestors walked about, they sang mountains, rivers and deserts 
into existence. Wherever they went, their songs remained, creating 
a web of Songlines over the Country. As they travelled the 
Ancestors hunted, ate, made love, sang and danced leaving a trail 
of Dreaming along the songlines. Finally at the end of their journey 
the Ancestral Beings sang 'back into' the earth where they can be 
seen as land formations, sleeping."

Aboriginal Art Map of Australia 
Aboriginal art really involves story telling, myths, rituals, sorcery, and magic, 
where the artist describes their Dreaming, the stories of creation, their beliefs, 
and their spirituality. The strong relationship between the ancestral beings of 
the 'time before time', the Dreamtime, with the landscape and every living 
creature they created forms the basis for this art. The ancestral spirits came to 
a land devoid of features and created everything -- the rivers, hills, plants, 
animals, people, and the relationships between people and animals. When 
finished, they changed into landforms, animals, stars, or other objects. To the 
Aboriginal people, the past is still alive and will remain so into the future.
 

 

Aboriginal Rock Art
Aboriginal rock art is more than 40,000 years old, a time span five 
times greater than the age of the Egyptian pyramids. Was this 
transition to creativity due to new capacities for abstract thinking 
and complex speech or did greater social and economic complexity 
produce our first information revolution? Rock art gives us 
descriptive information about social activities, material culture, 
economy, environmental change, and myth and religion. One 
problem with obtaining such information is identifying the subject. 
Is that a tortoise or an echidna in the top photo? The images can 
also be distorted from reality due to religious beliefs. Is that a real 
human figure in the third photo or a mythological being? Direct 
dating of rock art is notoriously difficult. In the Kimberley,

Aborigines claim that the oldest art, the Bradshaw paintings, were 
made by the birds that pecked the rocks until their beaks bled and 
painted the images with their tail feathers. The ancestral creators 
can be found on rock walls from the huge mouthless Wandjina 
figures of the Kimberley east to the giant Gangi Nganang of Keep 
River National Park to the large creation figures of the Victoria 
River. In Western Arnhem, Aborigines distinguish between the 
oldest rock art known as Mimi Art, younger images of the ancestor 
beings when they entered the landscape, and more recent pictures 
created by their people. Aborigines maintain that that the Mimi 
people inhabited the land before the Rainbow Serpent created the 
Aborigines. The Mimi people painted small dynamic images, taught 
the Aborigines how to paint, hunt, sing, dance, and talk, and then 
became spirit beings. Archeologists have placed the many styles in 
a chronological sequence delineated by environmental changes and 
historic events. In western Arnhem, archeologists recognize three 
periods: Pre-Estuarine (drier climate, extinct animals like thylacine), 
Estuarine (rising sea levels, marine fauna like barramundi and salt 
water crocodiles, Rainbow Serpent), and Freshwater (freshwater 
fauna like magpie geese, goose feather adornment). In the last 
3,000 years, images showing internal anatomy (X-ray style) 
appeared. More recent pictures record contact with Macassans and 
later Europeans (e.g., boats, guns). Likewise, there are material 
changes as boomerangs are replaced by composite spears and 
broad spearthrowers, which, in turn, are replaced by long 
spearthrowers. Aboriginal rock art sites are dynamic representing 
an accumulation of images over thousands of years. This makes it 
difficult to understand the site in a chronological sense for each 
generation may repaint and reinterpret the images and, thus, renew 
the life and spirit of the country. One of the most prolific and well-
known Kakadu rock painters was Najombolmi (c.1895-1967), who 
repainted the famous Anbangbang gallery at Nourlangie Rock in 
1964, probably Australia's most famous rock art panel. Additional
